God Forbid

We have established that we are redeemed by the incorruptible seed of God’s Word.  Our right to walk justified in the Kingdom of God depends upon the integrity of God’s Word and upon the lamb of God that perfected us forever.  If God does not judge us according to our works, does this mean than it does not matter what we do?  That we are free to go and live in sin because our salvation is secure?

Rom 6:15  What then? shall we sin, because we are not under the law, but under grace? God forbid. 


Rom 6:16  Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? 

By no means!  What we yield ourselves to will affect us.  The word we yield to is like a seed.  When it is planted, it will grow and reproduce seed of like kind. 

John 3:16-17 Jesus came to save us.  That means he came to set us free from a life of condemnation and destruction.  We take that word and define it by saying that we will never lose our position with God and will spend eternity in heaven with him.  


We have been born again.  The kingdom is ours.  One day we will shed our physical body and the things of the flesh will not oppose what is ours.  But, until we are freed from the flesh, we are affected by the things of the flesh. 


Eternity for a Christian begins as soon as we receive Jesus.  Our life on earth can be a life of victory when we yield to God, or it can be a life of frustration and defeat when we yield to the things of the flesh.

We yield to righteousness by becoming God conscious, by focusing on the things that God has done for us through Jesus. 

2 Peter 1:2-4 He has provided everything.

Isaiah 55:10-12 God’s word, God’s way always prospers and accomplishes what it was sent to do.


1 Peter 1:23-25 God’s Word is incorruptible   

Galatians 5:22-23 Spiritual fruit is produced  

Philemon 6 Our faith becomes powerfully active by acknowledging every good thing in us in Christ Jesus.

We yield to sin by taking our focus off of God.  We become self-conscious.  We become sin conscious.  

Isaiah 55:7-9 God’s ways and our ways are not the same

Galatians 5:19-21 The flesh does not produce the same fruits as the Spirit.  

We often are led to think that it is God that is punishing us for not being faithful to him when things go wrong in our lives. God does not judge us according to the things of the flesh or according to our works. 

John 8:15 I judge no man after the flesh


1 Corinthians 2:2 God only sees us through the filter of what Jesus did for us.


John 12:46-50 If any man hear my words and believe not, I judge him not!


The things of the flesh are corruptible.  They do not bear the same fruit as the incorruptible word.  It is not God that is punishing us.  We are merely physically reaping what we have sown. 

Jeremiah 2:19 My own wickedness corrects me.  I experience the fruit of what I am yielding to. It is not God that causes bad things to happen.  Sin will kill you.  It will destroy your life.  Shall we sin because we are not under the law-God Forbid!  God wants to deliver us from the works of the flesh.


1 Samuel 12:20-21 Don’t follow the things which cannot profit you.


John 3:16-17 Jesus did not come to point out our faults.  He did not come to condemn us.  He came to save us.  It is not God that condemns us.  We are condemned already.  Jesus came to set us free from our works that are destroying our lives.
Joh 3:18  He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. 


Psalms 9: 7-10 God judges the world according to the standard of His righteousness.  The word judgment has several meanings.  It can mean a sentence of punishment based on an action.  It can also mean divine law and justice that is God centered.  Generally when we read the word, we apply the definition of punishment.  That always causes us to fear what God will do to us because what we do in the flesh does not measure up to the standards of the law.  God judges us according to a different standard.  He did not come to judge us [sentence us to doom] He came to save us.   


Psalms 9:16 God is known by his judgment [divine law.]  The wicked is snared by the work of his own hands.  Our works, our actions become our own snare.  

Galatians 5:1-4 Christ becomes of no effect when we begin to operate out of the flesh.  We fall from grace.  Grace is simply being led by the Spirit.  When we fall from grace, it does not mean that we have lost our position in eternity.  It just means that we are yielding to the wrong voice.


Galatians 5:18 But if you are led of the Spirit you are not under the law. 

Acts 13:10 We have an enemy of the incorruptible seed of 
righteousness.  He continually points us to the things of the flesh 
that do not prosper.


2 Corinthians 11:14-15 He comes as an angel of light.  In other words, he comes with deceptive words that sound good.

What are you yielding to?  Stand fast.  Don’t yield to the things that produce bondage, but rather yield yourselves to righteousness.

Gal 5:1  Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage.
