Blessed is the Man that Endureth Temptation
Jas 1:12  Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him. 

Jas 1:13  Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man: 

Jas 1:14  But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. 

Jas 1:15  Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death.

Why would temptation possibly be good?  It is not God that is tempting me.  Temptation gets its strength from our own weakness.  Why would I be happy when my weakness becomes a focal point?

Endureth to stay under, remain, undergo, persevere, 
Temptation A putting to the proof, experience, solicitation, provocation


Lust longing (especially for that which is forbidden) desire

Enticed to entrap,  delude: - allure, beguile, 

Everything good comes from God.  He never wavers or changes His mind or desire toward us.  The temptation brings to light our thoughts and longings which are not of God.  Those desires that do not come from God can not produce peace.  They can only bring a sense of death.  God wants to separate those life giving things from those things that are killing us and temptations expose that.  It is the Word that brings life.  God’s Word.  Satan always uses opposite words to steal “life” from us.  

Jas 1:17  Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning. 

Jas 1:18  Of his own will begat he us with the word of truth, that we should be a kind of firstfruits of his creatures. 

Jas 1:19  Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath: 

Jas 1:20  For the wrath of man worketh not the righteousness of God. 


Wrath properly desire (as a reaching forth or excitement of the mind)

Our passions and desires that do not originate with God will not lead us to righteousness.  God leads us to righteousness through His Word.  It is His Word that sets us free.   Man has no power or strength in or “of himself.” 

Jas 1:21  …. receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls. 

James 1:8-11 A double minded man is unstable in all of his ways.  A double minded man entertains God’s Word, and his own lusts at the same time.  They contradict each other.  The temptations bring to light the double mindedness in us.  If we  remain single minded upon the Word, there is no power for a temptation.  We can walk in the peace that comes from being “Word minded.”
James 1:22-25
Jas 1:3  Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. 

Jas 1:4  But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. 

“Are you Word minded, or are you driven by your lusts?  The trial of your faith will reveal it to you.  If you are not experiencing peace, some of “your ways” in opposition to God’s ways are at work in you.
Jas 1:11  For the sun is no sooner risen with a burning heat, but it withereth the grass, and the flower thereof falleth, and the grace of the fashion of it perisheth: so also shall the rich “man fade away in his ways.”
Jas 1:27  Pure religion and undefiled before God and the Father is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, and to keep himself unspotted from the world. 

Unspotted stained, soiled, defined, blemished

Are you thinking God’s thoughts, or are you thinking your thoughts?  If there is a mixture, the temptation will reveal it.

God’s Word is able to separate the “soulish” from the “Spiritual.”

Hebrews 4:12  For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.
