 One with Him
Ephesians 5:22-32 The relationship between a husband and his wife is compared to the relationship between Christ and the church. In a relationship, two opposite parts come together to make one.

Genesis 2:18 It is not good for man to be alone.  He needs a help meet or an “opposite counter part.” God created man in such a way that he was not complete without the woman.  Genesis 2:21-22 Woman was taken out of man and called bone of his bones.  
In the same manner, God is not complete without us.
Ephesians 1:4 We were in God before the foundations of the world

We were taken out of Him.  According to Ephesians 5:29-30, we are “bone of His bones” and “flesh of His flesh.”

In a physical union between a man and a woman, the woman bears the fruit of reproduction.  In the spiritual union between God and man, man bears the reproductive fruit. According to Genesis chapter one, God created everything to bring forth seed after its kind.  God created man to bring forth seed after His kind.  Genesis 1:26 We are His representation on earth.
John 15:1-5 I am the vine, you are the branches.  Without me you can do nothing.  The vine or trunk is the support for the branches.  It provides all of the nutrients and strength that the branches need in order to survive.  The branches can not survive without the trunk.  The branches bear the fruit.  Without the branches, the trunk or vine has no way to reproduce, and it will die within itself.  The trunk needs the branches just as much as the branches need the trunk.  They are two opposite parts working together as one. We are one with Him.  We were designed to work together with God. Through us, the word of God is spread.  As each one of us experience God, we pass it on.  Others, through our testimony, come to their own experience with Him.  We are “one with Him.” John 20:20-23
We need God.  We are complete in Him.    We are opposite vital parts.
Colossians 2:1 We are complete in Him.  God needs us.  We bring Him to His “fullness.” Ephesians 1:22-23
