We Have the Treasure in an Earthen Vessel
Today I woke up feeling weak and frustrated.  Will I always have this sense of anxiety?  Will I always be weak.  When will I ever be strong?  Who am I to speak to people about having the “strength of God,” when I can’t even be strong myself?  And what about all those needs of people that I know?  There is the one with cancer that has four weeks to live.  Why God?  Why can’t she walk in what your word says?  It sounds easy.  Why is it hard?  How about Bailey, she is like me, always entertaining fears.  She needs a friend.  And how about Terri?  She has a broken heart-where is your answer there?  And Kara-she walks in fears just like her mother.  And my mother, she is so old and weak she can’t possibly muster up the strength it takes to be strong.  You are in her.  Why?  Why?  Why?

Then I heard the voce of the Lord speak to me, “Suzan, you are  focusing on the vessel.  I want you to focus on the treasure.”  You don’t have a strong vessel and neither do they.  It is the treasure that makes you strong! My Spirit reminds you of the treasure, but the enemy uses your mind to remind you of weakness that comes with the vessel apart from the treasure.  If you are looking to be strong of yourself, it won’t happen.  You only have strength when you realize you are full of the treasure.
Think of each one that you are concerned for.  Instead of focusing on their 

Weakness or their vessel, focus on my treasure inside of them.  When it comes to spiritual warfare, the only weapon for the offensive is my word.  
Isaiah 40:26 Lift up your eyes on high, and behold who hath created these things, that bringeth out their host by number: he calleth them all by names by the greatness of his might, for that he is strong in power; not one faileth.

Fill the weak vessel with the word.  Arm yourself with my strength.  Remind them, remind yourself that you are  strong in the Lord and the power of His might. Think about the treasure.   When your thoughts are focused on “why why why”  you are focused on the weakness.  Think about the strength.  The vessel without the treasure will crack every time.   

2Co 4:7  But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of God, and not of us.

My mother is weak and old.  She does not have the strength to will her mind to focus on what she needs to in order to walk in victory.  Someone sick and dying does not have the strength in their body to fight.  I do not have the strength in myself to be strong apart from the strength that He puts in me.  The vessel is fragile!  I can’t make anybody strong unless I arm myself and them with the treasure! It is His might that brings deliverance to every situation!  Be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might!
