Why Sacrifice?
When we sin, we feel guilty.  We feel unworthy to receive from God.  The purpose of the sacrifice was not to appease God, but to appease our conscience so that we will feel like we have paid enough penance to feel worthy once again to receive from God.

In order to keep the conscience clear, the sacrifice has to be made again and again.  Sacrifices can’t ease the conscience. 


Hebrews 9:9  Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience; 


Heb 9:10  Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation. 

A guilty conscience keeps us from boldly coming to the presence of God.  Jesus came to appease our conscience from its sin, not appease God so that He would accept us.  It is we who can’t accept ourselves.

Heb 9:14  How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 


Heb 9:15  And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. 

Now, when we sin, we can come boldly to the throne of grace 
Where we find mercy.  We do not have to do penance.  We 
run to Him where we will find mercy and his grace.


Hebrews 4:16  Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need. 

God wants us to look for His mercy.

Mat 9:13  But go ye and learn what that meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice: for I am not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance. 

We keep ourselves in the love of God through our expectation of 

His mercy.
Jude 1:21 Keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life.
