You are Clean through the Word

Joh 15:3  Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. 


Amp..You are cleansed and pruned already because of the word which


I have spoken to you (the teachings which I have discussed with you.)

The Words that God has spoken to us are the truths that have been 

Personally revealed to us by the Holy Spirit.  There is a difference

Between the letter of the word and the revealed word.  The letter of 

The word apart from revelation will bring death, whereas the Spirit 

Revealed word will bring life.

2 Corinthians 3:6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life.

The Word brings to light truth and dispels hidden things of darkness.


Jer 23:29  Is not my word like as a fire? saith the LORD; and like a hammer that breaketh (disperse)  the rock (stronghold)  in pieces? 


2Co 10:4  (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds (human arguments);) 


2Co 10:5  Casting down imaginations (reasoning), and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;

God’s way is “righteousness.”  He created us to be covered by himself.  in John 15:4  It says the branch cannot bear fruit unless it abide in the vine.  The Gospel is the word of righteousness.  Everything that does not abide in him will fail.  The word exposes those things that are not God’s ways.


Isa 54:14  In righteousness shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far from oppression; for thou shalt not fear: and from terror; for it shall not come near thee. 


Isa 54:15  Behold, they shall surely gather together, but not by me: whosoever shall gather together against thee shall fall for thy sake. 


Isa 54:16  Behold, I have created the smith that bloweth the coals in the fire, and that bringeth forth an instrument for his work; and I have created the waster to destroy. 


Isa 54:17  No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every tongue that shall rise against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the LORD, and their righteousness is of me, saith the LORD. 

The Word is the smith that blows the coals in the fire and destroys 

the oppression that comes against us.

The fire separates truth from error.  That which is truth remains and 

That which is error is separated as dross. 
Hebrews 12:27 And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the removing of those things that are shaken, as of things that are made, that those things which cannot be shaken may remain.

28 Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which cannot be moved, let us have grace, whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear:

29 For our God is a consuming fire.
In John 15 it says that the branch cannot bear fruit unless it abide in 

the true vine.  If the branches are not bearing good fruit it is because

the word feeding them is not correct.  The scrutiny of the word will 

reveal what is not truth.

Mat 7:19  Every tree that bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire. 

The enemy is able to raise up strong holds against us by appealing to

our reasoning in the flesh, or in other words by turning us to the

way of “unrighteousness.”  It is a distorted version of the truth.  It 

is based on the branch being the source of the fruit rather than the

vine that the branch abides in.  It is a failure system because it

is not according to God’s way.  


1Pe 1:23  Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. 


1Pe 1:24  For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away: 


1Pe 1:25  But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. And this is the word which by the gospel is preached unto you. 

Jesus came to set us free from the “failure system.”

John 10:10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.
