You Must Be Born Again
2Corinthians 5:14-17  For the love of Christ constraineth us; because we thus judge, that if one died for all, then were all dead:  Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more.  Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 
Old things have passed away. All things have become new.  Our flesh was crucified with Jesus. WE no longer look to the things of the flesh to define a man. We walk in “newness of life” by being “God defined.”

Romans 6:4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

We walk in newness of life by the “glory of the Father.” According to Vines Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words, the word “glory” means an opinion.  WE walk in newness of life by being defined and led by God’s opinion. 

The old creation is weak and temporary because the flesh is corruptible.  The new man is incorruptible (eternal) because he consists of the Word that will never pass away! 
1Peter 1:23-25  Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.  For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away:  But the word of the Lord endureth for ever. 

John 3:1-6 says that unless a man is born again, He cannot see or enter the kingdom of heaven.  The spiritual realm that God occupies cannot be accessed by the flesh which operates according to the mind, will, and emotions.  It can only be accessed if you are born of “water and the Spirit.”
John 3:5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. 

John 3:6  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

The Water represents the Word of God, or God’s opinion.

Ephesians 5:26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 

John 15:3 Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. 

The new creation is Word defined. The Word alone will not bring life. It has to be interpreted by the revelation of it that comes from the Spirit.  The Word without spiritual revelation is only ink on paper and will bring death.
2Corinthians 3:6 . . . . . for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life. 

In the same manner, the Spirit can’t be accessed without the Word that defines it.
John 6:63 It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.
